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UFA ANNOUCES WTC HEALTH PROGRAM FULLY FUNDED

The UFA is pleased to announce that, after years of advocacy, full long-term funding for the World Trade
Center Health Program has officially been signed into law.

The 9/11 Responder and Survivor Health Funding Correction Act was included in the federal funding bill
signed on February 3rd by President Trump. This action fully secures the program and ensures
uninterrupted medical monitoring and treatment for firefighters and all 9/11 responders and survivors.

In recent years, the program faced potential funding gaps as enrollment increased and more members
were diagnosed with 9/11-related illnesses. This legislation fixes those shortfalls and protects the
program for the long term.

The UFA would like to thank all those who joined the fight for full long-term funding, especially New York
Senator Kirsten Gillibrand, Senate Minority Leader Chuck Schumer, Congressman Andrew Garbarino,
Congressman Mike Lawler, and all of our supporters in Washington, who worked tirelessly in a true
bipartisan effort to fund the WTC Health Care Program and ensure the bill’s passage through Congress to
the President’s desk. This is a huge victory for the UFA, UFOA, IAFF, and the entire WTC community.

While this funding should never have been in doubt, the UFA is proud to see this long fight finally
resolved. Our members can be assured that the WTC health benefits they depend on are secure now and
into the future.
